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You may have heard that homeschoolers tend to 
score higher than their public- and privately-
schooled counterparts on standardized tests.  
You may know homeschooling families who 
enjoy a warm, close relationship.  You may have 
seen homeschoolers do well in spelling and 
geography bees.  

More people are considering homeschooling 
now than ever before.   

The commitment to home educate requires a lot 
of time and perseverance on the part of families.  
We recommend that you make your decision 
prayerfully and thoughtfully.

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Tuition in Good Shepherd School is $35 
registration and $250 per year, regardless of how 
many children are in your family.

GSS is a ministry of, and is accountable to 
Cathedral of the Cross church.   Pastor John 
Daniels, BSEd, MDiv, is the head of the school.      
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Admission is open to Christian parents or 
guardians intending to provide an academically-
centered home based education.  Students 
under 16 must be physically supervised during 
the school day.   GSS accepts applications from 
March 1 – September 1 with the exception of  
homeschooling   families who move from out of 
state or other exceptional circumstances.    For

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Good Shepherd School is your advocate with the 
local school board, will help you to plan a 
curriculum that meets your family’s needs, keeps 
records, and creates transcripts upon request 
(21-day notice requested). 

Thanks to parent volunteers, families enrolled in 
Good Shepherd often have access to field trips, 
informative support meetings, study groups, 
cooperative classes, and spelling bee.  Good 
Shepherd School students may also play 
basketball and cheerleading through our 
partnership with Cathedral Christian School.
